Course Description

By studying the historical person of Blessed Alojzije Stepinac, teach students how to detect the basic problems of interpreting historical events and
processes, and accordingly how to parse the context of historical events at the basic historiographical level. The content dimension includes summarizing
knowledge of social and political history of the first half of the twentieth century, covering precisely defined historical topics from the sociological,
cultural, religious and identity spheres.

With the problem of historical context, present the essential facts about the life and work of Blessed Alojzije Stepinac with special emphasis on the
conditions in which he performed his duties. The topics of instruction are precise and are intended to interpret the policies of all three regimes under
which Stepinac served, the influence of policies on Croatian historical sites, and Stepinac's attempt to correct or at least mitigate these deviations through
religion and religious instruments. In this sense, his actions are clear and humane, to the point that he often put his own life in jeopardy.

To show the action of Man among men, but also to explain the so-called disputed moments of his action, imposed by individuals and institutions that
avoid embracing the historical context in its entirety. In this regard, clear and unambiguous evidence will be provided of Stepinac's commitment to
people of all races, nationalities and religions, and his humanitarian work, especially during World War IL

Also, the epilogue of his life, but with that of an entire historical period, will be interpreted as a depiction of a politically mounted process, which in its
basic elements is not much different from the martyrdom of Christianity in antiquity. The elements of the human rights violations to which Stepinac was
exposed at that time will be presented, thus giving a general example of the actions of thousands in that period in Yugoslavia.

Efforts will be made to interpret the individual's resistance to regimes and social responsibility in times that are not politically simple. The need for these

interpretations is necessary, since many of the issues presented in the course content are still burdensome for Croatian society, although they are factually
clear.

The course objective is to acquaint students with contemporary cognitive, neuroscientific and psychological interpretations of the dynamic relationship of

neural basis, cognitive processes, upbringing and education.

The course is designed for students with a high school background in human biology and psychology and formed from a teaching platform of researchers
and teachers interested in an interdisciplinary, cognitive-neuroscientific approach to education.

The aim of the course is to introduce students to Croatian language history in the 19th century.

At the beginning of the first half of the 19th century, two Croatian literary languages were in use: Kajkavian and Stokavian. Due to the activities of the
Ilyrian movement, the Kajkavian literary language was abolished in favor of the literary language of the Stokavian stylization. The Zagreb School of
Philology inherits and develops the literary and linguistic principles of the Illyrians, and representatives of the Zadar and Rijeka Schools of Philology
come forward with their own normative proposals. In the standardization of the Croatian literary language at the end of the 19th century, Croatian
Vukovar people - followers of the Serbian reformers Vuk Stefanovi¢ Karadzi¢ and Puro Danici¢ - imposed themselves as authoritative. Karadzic
participated in Croatian linguistic and linguistic events - directly and indirectly - as early as the first half of the 19th century as the main employee of the

Austro-Slavic linguistic project initiated and led by the censor for Slavic books Jernej Kopitar in Vienna.

Course Description

The increasing presence and popularity of technologies such as broadband, mobile internet, social networks and IPTV fundamentally change the way we
work, that we have fun and the way we consume media. The convergence of media is no longer future, but rather a framework in which modern media
and mass communication operate. What occurs is intertwining, merging and combining of various media with the help of telecommunications
functionally into one. Ultimately, the convergence of media results in a change of the organization of media, content and manner of its distribution, habits
and the role of consumers, who from consumers of media content become “prosumers” and, also, in new approaches to media management, advertising,
marketing and public relations. The main objective of this course is to familiarize the students with this new framework, which has changed the mass
media and journalism in general, but also communicology, which previously studied media as separate media platforms, and now must study them as a
combination of multiple platforms and accordingly adjust research methodology. The students will also be introduced to the rules and regulations
imposed by the new media and consumers themselves, and the knowledge of how to create a rounded digital identity in the 21st century (of a journalist, as
well as of a media product). Accordingly, the students will during the course acquire knowledge and skills that are necessary for their work ina converged
media environment and so they could exploit the opportunities offered to them on individual platforms, and ultimately allow them to create their own
media product during the course, adapt it to various technological devices and place it on the market.

Course Description

Subject of instruction is divided into fifteen sections. They are formed on the basis of chronology but at the same time they include the thematicand genre
systems. Subject covers the following canonical authors of the Croatian Renaissance: Benedikt Kotruljevi¢, Ivan Cesmicki, Marko Maruli¢, poets of Ranjina
Collection, Mavro Vetranovi¢, Nikola Naljeskovi¢, Hanibal Luci¢, Vinko Pribojevi¢, Petar Hektorovi¢, Peter Zorani¢, Marin Drzi¢, Miksa Pelegrinovic,
Sabo Bobaljevi¢, Antun Sasin, Brne Krnaruti¢, Dominko Zlatari¢, Matija Vladi¢, Faust Vranci¢. Their texts as well as texts less typical but not less
important written by literary personalities of the second grade are going to help students in building diachronic view of dominant genres in literature of
early modern time. In doing so, we stress the genre of Renaissance drama in comparison with medieval poetics of the space, then also we are going to
study profoundly the occurrence of tragedies in the second half of the sixteenth century, than the development of poetry of early renaissance in relation to
tendencies of mannerism in early modern poetry. Also will be studied poetic and non poetic nonfiction and fiction texts from that era, as well as didactic
questions. Students will acquire the knowledge of ideological concepts and ideologies as well as the changes in style and stylistic formation especially
with regard to the relationship between the Renaissance and Medieval and then with the crisis of Renaissance known in stylistic terms as mannerism. In
this part of subject with special attention will be studied the books of Burckhardt, Huizinga and Hocke. In details will be described literature in Latin that
was established in renaissance Dubrovnik and Dalmatia and also at the Korvin court in Buda With students will be discussed the issues of Protestants
within the Croatian literature and its relations with humanistic tradition. With special attention students will be familiarized with the phenomenon of
women in the Renaissance, especially with the texts of Marija Gunduli¢ Gozze and Nada Vittoria Speranza Bona. For students will be prepared material
on the comparative aspects of Croatian Renaissance literature, especially the relationships with Italian literature of that time, but also the Croatian texts
from renaissance will be compared with similar examples in other European literature. During the work we are going to study the numerous texts from
the edge of literary space, especially scientific, history writing and philosophical works, as well as those who, though not written with the literary
intention show the spiritual level and preoccupations of that time. During work with students will be discussed work of the leading writers who wrote
not only in the Croatian language but in other languages such as Italian and Latin.

Course Description

The methodological foundations of this course are heavily influenced by contemporary studies and theories of gender issues and are based on the
knowledge of women's writing in the Croatian literature. During the study of this course, students will be introduced to the most prominent examples of
women and children writings, as also with the documents on family life and its interpreters and perception of this issue through the centuries. While
studying this course, students will be introduced to the most important theoretical and scientific books and essays that deal with gender issues, such as
studying of the recent critical practice on this issues in Croatia. Special attention will be given to the authors whose inauguration in the Croatian literary
canon is associated with the ideological context. During the course these processes will be noticed in the medieval legends, will be studied in Kotruljevi¢
descriptions of woman and her place in the society of the renaissance merchants, then significant attention will be given to the examples of womanhood
and masculine ideals in the tradition of love poems influenced by Petrarch and his school. The special interest is going to be directed to renaissance
tragedies anti woman statements in their texts. The course offers a very innovative insights into gender issues on the opuses of Marko Maruli¢, Marin
Drzi¢, Nikola Naljeskovic and Mavro Vetranovic. Methodological basis used in those analysis and insights the inspirer was found in the new historicism
studies of nonfictional and fictional texts. The great number of previously unexplored subjects will be opened such as gender interpretation of Zrinski and
Frankopan conspiracy and the role of Katarina Zrinski and his daughter Jelena . The literary work of Renaissance women will be studied in the works of
authors from Dubrovnik espedially such as literary circle of Buni¢ sisters,than in the circle around Cvijeta Zuzori¢ and their friend Marija Gunduli¢, than
Anica Boskovi¢ and Lukrcija Bogasinovic the author of four epic poems. Course includes seminar papers at the end of the work in class .In those papers
students will explore gender issues and aspects of that subject to the present day.

Course Description

The subject dealing with the history of the Croatian theatre is concerned with basic literary and theatrical problems. They are mostly associated with the
development of the dramaturgy and theatre sciences through the centuries in the connection with the analysis of specific dramatic texts as well as the
theatrical performances. The studying of this subject will be concentrated in the Croatian cultural history. Participants will be introduced in various
methodological problems of theater historiography and they will be trained for critical application of new approaches to contemporary theatre as well as
to the history of the performing arts and their synthetic nature. Based on the structure of Croatian theater, based on the knowledge of poetics students
will acquire a system of knowledge about the Croatian theater with particular insight into the history of it and its relations with other European theater,
then also theatre of classical Greece to the latest achievements in this genre of literature. The course includes a working visits of the students to at least
three theatrical performances or during the rehearsals. Course objectives include: acquiring of the fundamental knowledge of the theater, which will be
presented as an overview of the focal points of the history of dramatic literature and also of the processes of making theatrical performances in Croatian
cultural history. Acquisition of basic knowledge and skills connected with the interpretation of dramatic texts as well as theatrical context will help
students to build systematic knowledge on this matter. Examples from the history of Croatian theater and drama will enable the students to consolidate
their methodological approach based on chapters on the per formative dimension of dramatic texts. Special accent will be given to the problems of the
science dealing with the composition of dramatic texts and then to their qualities that are close to the acting and performing of those texts.

Course Description

The subject dealing with the history of the Croatian theatre is concerned with basic literary and theatrical problems. They are mostly associated with the
development of the dramaturgy and theatre sciences through the centuries in the connection with the analysis of specific dramatic texts as well as the
theatrical performances. The studying of this subject will be concentrated in the Croatian cultural history. Participants will be introduced in various
methodological problems of theater historiography and they will be trained for critical application of new approaches to contemporary theatre as well as
to the history of the performing arts and their synthetic nature. Based on the structure of Croatian theater, based on the knowledge of poetics students
will acquire a system of knowledge about the Croatian theater with particular insight into the history of it and its relations with other European theater,
then also theatre of classical Greece to the latest achievements in this genre of literature. The course includes a working visits of the students to at least
three theatrical performances or during the rehearsals. Course objectives include: acquiring of the fundamental knowledge of the theater, which will be
presented as an overview of the focal points of the history of dramatic literature and also of the processes of making theatrical performances in Croatian
cultural history. Acquisition of basic knowledge and skills connected with the interpretation of dramatic texts as well as theatrical context will help
students to build systematic knowledge on this matter. Examples from the history of Croatian theater and drama will enable the students to consolidate
their methodological approach based on chapters on the per formative dimension of dramatic texts. Special accent will be given to the problems of the
science dealing with the composition of dramatic texts and then to their qualities that are close to the acting and performing of those texts.
